Today’s book is called Waiting for the Biblioburro. It was written by Monica Brown and illustrated by John Parra. This story is inspired by the heroic efforts of a real-life librarian Luis Soriano. He has a mobile library that travels over rural Colombia. The story follows Ana, a girl from the village that loves stories. She often made up stories to help her little brother fall asleep. In her small village there are only a few books and she has read them all. One morning, Ana wakes up to the clip-clop of hooves, and there before her, is a traveling library resting on the backs of two burros. The library held all the books she could dream of with enough stories to encourage her to create one of her own.

Ideas to reinforce the message at home:
1. Visit your local library.
2. Talk about your child’s and your favorite book. If you don’t have one yet, find it!
