This month, our book was LUCHA LIBRE: The Man in the Silver Mask by Xavier Garza. The author shares that “In Mexico, lucha libre is the poor man’s theater. For the price of a few pesos, the common man can treat his family to an incredible world filled with heroes and villains cast in leading and supporting roles. In lucha libre, individuals express themselves artistically, using their very own bodies and personalities as a canvas of sorts. They put on colorful—at times outrageous—costumes which enable them to become saints, devils, Aztec deities and other outlandish personalities.”
This month’s Dicho: “Fortune favors the brave.”
The Man in the Silver Mask, by the name of Rodolfo Guzmán Huerta, became the most famous lucha libre wrestler in the world. He is commonly referred to by the fans as             “El Santo, the defender of the people” due to the number of battles he won against the bad guys in the ring. Xavier Garza, the author of the book, tells us that “In 1951, nine years later after his in-ring debut, El Santo became the principal character in a series of comic books that bore his name and image. Seven years later, popularity of the Santo led their protagonist in the film-making industry. As a movie star, El Santo reached iconic status in Mexico, winning the hearts of millions.”
Ideas to reinforce the message at home:
· Have a discussion on superheroes. They can be fictional or non-fictional. 
· Share personal experiences about being yourself. 
· Remind your child to be courageous. Discuss what it means to be brave.
